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Experience ceramics amid a rich natural environment
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The Mogi-Honke Museum of Art (MOMOA) was opened
in 2006 by Mogi Honke (main ancestral household line)
one of the founding families of Kikkoman, as a way of
contributing to the community. It was established
according to the wishes of XII Mogi Shichizaemon (1907
to 2012), to share his art collection with the public so that
many people can enjoy these works.

The collection contains approximately 4,300 works
broadly ranging from early modern to contemporary
times, including ukiyo-e by Katsushika Hokusai and
Utagawa Hiroshige, and pictures by Yokoyama Taikan,
Umehara Ryuzaburo, Kataoka Tamako, and others.
Enjoy a precious time in this elegantly designed museum
of art surrounded by greenery.
