EVD spreads through human to human via direct contact with blood or bodily fluids of

infected people. The case fatality rate is from 25 to 90%. The incubation period is 2 to

21 days. First symptoms are sudden fever, fatigue, muscle pain, headache, and sore
throat. They are followed by vomiting, diarrhea, renal or liver dysfunction, and in some

cases, bleeding.
